R.E. 


We will describe and outline some ways Christians pray, including using the Lord’s Prayer.  We will investigate the ways Muslims pray, including how they use the First Surah of the Holy Qur’an.  We will also develop our understanding of how Hindus pray and worship, including using the Gayatri Mantra.  We will consider ways in which prayer can comfort and challenge believers and think about the similarities and differences between how Christians, Muslims and Hindus pray.

RE- Why do people pray? 


This investigation enables pupils to learn in depth from different religious and spiritual ways of life about prayer: the practice, symbols, words and significance of prayer are studied alongside some key beliefs about prayer, so that pupils can develop thoughtful ideas and viewpoints of their own about prayer.

Multiplication and Division


Recall multiplication and division facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12


Use place value, known and derived facts to multiply and divide mentally, including: multiplying by 0 and 1; dividing by 1; multiplying together three numbers


Recognise and use factor pairs and commutativity in mental calculations 


Multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number using formal written layout 


Solve problems involving multiplying and adding, including using the distributive law to multiply two-digit numbers by one digit

Thematic English





We will read and discuss the novel ‘The Demon Dentist’ by David Walliams as our whole class text.


We will create a persuasive text to encourage children to think more carefully about dental hygiene.


We will explore and explain the meanings of tooth related idioms in precise and clear sentences. We will read an explanation aloud to others and see if they can guess which idiom is being explained.

Use these techniques to create our own healthy eating art posters.


D&T 


We will explore the Eatwell plate and discuss what healthy foods are.


The children will consider what unhealthy snacks are and how we could make them healthier.


They will then plan and make a healthy snack pack after which they will evaluate how healthy our snack pack is and if there are any changes we could make to it.


Music 


The children will listen to and imitate the tune of a news theme tune, which they will then use for their own school news bulletin.


The children will write lyrics for a class song.
