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Communication, Language and Literacy


(Speaking & Listening, reading, writing, MFL)





English


To use relevant strategies to build their vocabulary.

Mathematical Development





Multiplication and Division – written methods of multiplying, written methods of dividing, scaling, correspondence.

Fractions – recognising fractions, equivalent fractions, comparing and ordering fractions, fractions of an amount, adding and subtracting fractions.


Year 3 Mass and Capacity – tenths, measuring and comparing mass, adding and subtracting mass, measuring and comparing capacity, adding and subtracting capacity.


Year 4 Decimals – tenths, hundredths, dividing a 1 or 2-digit number by 10, dividing a 1 or 2-digit number by 100.











Creative Development


(Art, D&T, Music, Dance, Drama, Role Play)


Art -Warp and Weft


This project teaches children about the artform of weaving and how it has developed over time, including the materials and techniques required to create woven patterns and products.





DT - Tomb Builders


This project teaches children about simple machines, including wheels, axles, inclined planes, pulleys and levers, exploring how they helped ancient builders to lift and move heavy loads.





Music 


Learning to read simple pitch notation.


Playing and singing repeated patterns (ostinati) from notation.








Physical Development


(PE, growth and health)


Bench Ball


Play competitive games and apply basic techniques of attacking and defending. 





Handball


Handball skills, many of which involve ball handling such as throwing, catching and bouncing and there are also passing and aiming skills. Playing handball game.


Sport: Dynamic Dance


Identify and practise the patterns and actions of line dancing.


Demonstrate an awareness of the music’s rhythm and phrasing when improvising.

Multiplication and Division


Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and


division using the multiplication tables that they know, including for 2-digit numbers times 1-digit numbers, using mental and progressing to formal written methods.





Length, Perimeter and Area


Children to explore measuring using the following equipment, including rulers, tape measures, metre sticks and trundle wheels.





Fractions


Year 3 pupils to compare fractions.


Year 4 pupils to add and subtract fractions. 





Mass and Capacity


To measure in grams and kilograms and compare mass.





Decimals


Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths.

Knowledge and Understanding of the World


(Geography, History, Science)


History


Study British Pre-history including the Iron Age, Stone Age and Bronze Age.





Geography 


Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe (including the location of Russia) and North and South America, concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical and human characteristics, countries, and major cities.


Name and locate counties and cities of the United Kingdom, geographical regions and their identifying human and physical characteristics, key topographical features (including hills, mountains, coasts and rivers), and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.


Science 


To learn about sound and how sound is made and how sound travels as vibrations through a medium to the ear. 


To learn about pitch and volume and find out how both can be changed.


Make systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, take accurate measurements using standard units, using a range of equipment, including thermometers and data loggers.

History


Gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’.





Geography 


Use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods, including sketch maps, plans and graphs, and digital technologies.


Science


Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it.


Record findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables.
